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Improving labour market and encouraging external demand
reflects Malaysia's economic capability to face global challenges

e Based on Malaysia's socioeconomic scenario, the economy has the potential to
address global challenges, evidenced by its improved labour market and
continuous external demand. This also backed up by upward trends for several
key indicators, which have consistently shown positive annual growth.

e The Malaysia's trade sustained its robust performance in December 2022 with
exports increased 6.0 per cent to record RM131.9 billion, while imports rose
12.1 per cent to RM104.1 billion. Summarising the year 2022, Malaysia’s trade
surpassing the RM2 trillion mark for the second year in a row, and surged
27/.8 per cent year-on-year to RM2.8 trillion.

e The performance of IPI in November 2022 increased 4.8 per cent
year-on-year. Meanwhile, the sales value of Manufacturing sector soared
11.8 per cent to record RM159.2 billion.

e In addition, sales value of Wholesale & Retail Trade recorded a double-digit
growth of 13.9 per cent year-on-year to reach RM133.9 billion in
November 2022.

e Looking into the labour market performance, the number of employed persons
increased 3.2 per cent year-on-year in November 2022 to record 16.11 million
persons while the unemployment rate remained at 3.6 per cent for three
consecutive months.

e In terms of prices, CPI and PPI in December 2022 recorded an increase of
3.8 per cent and 3.5 per cent respectively as compared to the same month in
2021. For the full year of 2022, inflation rose to 3.3 per cent, as compared to
a rate of 2.5 per cent in the preceding year.

e The production of fresh fruit bunches (oil palm) in December 2022 surged
14.9 per cent, amounted to 8,299,936 tonnes as compared to December last
year. However, the production of natural rubber declined 8.0 per cent
year-on-year to record 28,048 tonnes in November 2022.

e Moving forward, Malaysian economy is anticipated to experience a modest
growth tendency in 2023, signalled by the Leading Index (LI) as it decreased
by 0.4 per cent to 110.5 points in November 2022.

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Pasaran buruh yang bertambah baik dan permintaan luaran yang menggalakkan
mencerminkan keupayaan ekonomi Malaysia berhadapan cabaran global

e Berdasarkan senario sosioekonomi Malaysia, ekonomi berpotensi untuk
menangani cabaran global berikutan pasaran buruh yang bertambah baik dan
permintaan luaran yang berterusan. Ini disokong oleh trend peningkatan bagi
beberapa petunjuk utama, yang konsisten menunjukkan pertumbuhan
tahunan positif.

e Perdagangan Malaysia terus mencatatkan prestasi yang kukuh pada Disember
2022 dengan eksport meningkat 6.0 peratus kepada RM131.9 bilion, manakala
import meningkat 12.1 peratus kepada RM104.1 bilion. Bagi keseluruhan
tahun 2022, perdagangan Malaysia melepasi paras RM2 trilion untuk tahun
kedua berturut-turut dan melonjak 27.8 peratus tahun ke tahun kepada
RM2.8 trilion.

e Prestasi IPI pada November 2022 meningkat 4.8 peratus tahun ke tahun.
Sementara itu, nilai jualan sektor Pembuatan melonjak 11.8 peratus kepada
RM159.2 bilion.

e Di samping itu, nilai jualan Perdagangan Borong & Runcit mencatatkan
pertumbuhan dua digit sebanyak 13.9 peratus tahun ke tahun untuk mencapai
RM133.9 bilion pada November 2022.

e Melihat kepada prestasi pasaran buruh, bilangan Penduduk pekerja meningkat
3.2 peratus tahun ke tahun pada November 2022 kepada 16.11 juta orang
manakala kadar pengangguran kekal pada 3.6 peratus bagi tiga bulan
berturut-turut.

e Dari segi harga, IHP dan IHPR pada Disember 2022 masing-masing
mencatatkan peningkatan sebanyak 3.8 peratus dan 3.5 peratus berbanding
bulan yang sama tahun 2021. Bagi keseluruhan tahun 2022, inflasi meningkat
3.3 peratus berbanding kadar 2.5 peratus yang dicatatkan tahun sebelumnya.

e Pengeluaran buah tandan segar (kelapa sawit) pada Disember 2022 melonjak
14.9 peratus, berjumlah 8,299,936 tan metrik berbanding Disember tahun
lepas.
