Statistik terpilih bagi  

kanak-kanak terlibat dengan jenayah adalah statistik baharu yang diterbitkan pada penerbitan 

tahun ini. Selain itu, tujuh jadual baharu dimuatkan dalam topik kesihatan, pendidikan dan 

kanak-kanak terlibat dengan jenayah.  

 

Statistik yang terdapat dalam penerbitan ini merupakan antara indikator yang digunakan 

dalam mengukur kualiti hidup dan kesejahteraan kanak-kanak.

1. PENGENALAN

Statistik Kanak-kanak, Malaysia, 2023 memaparkan statistik terpilih bagi penduduk, 
kesihatan, pendidikan, perlindungan kanak-kanak dan kanak-kanak terlibat dengan jenayah. 
Statistik ini merupakan antara indikator yang digunakan dalam mengukur kualiti hidup dan 
kesejahteraan kanak-kanak mengikut konsep dan garis panduan yang disyorkan oleh United 
Nations Children's Fund (UNICEF).   

2. PENDUDUK

Berdasarkan statistik anggaran penduduk 2023, jumlah kanak-kanak di bawah umur 
18 tahun dianggarkan 9.13 juta, meliputi 27.4 peratus daripada jumlah penduduk 
Malaysia, 33.38 juta. Bilangan kanak-kanak lelaki dan perempuan di bawah umur 18 tahun 
masing-masing adalah 4.72 juta dan 4.42 juta.

Sementara itu, komposisi kanak-kanak di bawah umur 5 tahun pada 2023 adalah 2.35 juta 
dengan 1.21 juta kanak-kanak lelaki dan 1.14 juta kanak-kanak perempuan. Kumpulan 
umur ini meliputi 25.7 peratus daripada jumlah kanak-kanak di Malaysia.

W.P. Putrajaya merekodkan peratusan tertinggi kanak-kanak di bawah umur 18 tahun pada 
2023 iaitu 41.1 peratus daripada jumlah penduduk W.P. Putrajaya, 0.12 juta. Ini diikuti oleh 
Kelantan (34.4%) dan Terengganu (33.5%). Manakala, W.P. Kuala Lumpur mencatatkan 
peratusan terendah iaitu 22.6 peratus.

Walau bagaimanapun, Selangor merekodkan bilangan kanak-kanak di bawah umur 
18 tahun tertinggi iaitu 1.81 juta diikuti oleh Johor (1.11 juta) dan Sabah (1.10 juta). Bilangan 
kanak-kanak di bawah umur 18 tahun yang terendah direkodkan di W.P. Labuan iaitu 
0.03 juta.

3.11 juta. Peratusan tertinggi bilangan kanak-kanak berumur 7 hingga 12 tahun 
direkodkan di Selangor iaitu 19.8 peratus diikuti Johor (12.3%) dan Sabah (10.8%).
W.P. Labuan mencatatkan peratusan terendah iaitu 0.3 peratus. 

Anggaran jumlah kanak-kanak berumur 13 hingga 17 tahun pula adalah seramai 
2.64 juta pada 2023. Selangor mencatat peratusan tertinggi iaitu 18.0 peratus diikuti oleh

3. KESIHATAN

Indikator kekurangan nutrisi yang dilaporkan dalam penerbitan ini adalah 
berdasarkan kanak-kanak di bawah umur 5 tahun yang hadir ke fasiliti kesihatan. 
Kanak-kanak di bawah umur 5 tahun yang mengalami kekurangan nutrisi yang teruk 
di peringkat nasional meningkat sedikit kepada 0.3 peratus pada 2022 berbanding 
2021 (0.2%). Enam negeri mencatatkan peratusan kanak-kanak di bawah umur 
5 tahun yang mengalami kekurangan nutrisi yang teruk melebihi peringkat 
nasional iaitu Sarawak (0.9%), Perlis (0.9%), W.P. Labuan (0.8%), Pahang (0.6%), 
Negeri Sembilan (0.4%) dan Sabah (0.4%).

Kanak-kanak di bawah umur 5 tahun yang mengalami kekurangan nutrisi 
yang sederhana di Malaysia meningkat 0.1 mata peratus kepada 1.4 peratus 
pada 2022 berbanding tahun 2021 (1.3%). Lapan negeri mencatatkan 
peratusan kanak-kanak di bawah umur 5 tahun yang mengalami kekurangan 
nutrisi yang sederhana lebih rendah berbanding peringkat nasional iaitu 
W.P. Putrajaya (0.3%), Selangor (0.4%), Johor (0.4%), Kedah (0.8%), 
W.P. Kuala Lumpur (0.9%), Terengganu (1.0%), Kelantan (1.1%) dan 
Pulau Pinang (1.1%).

Bilangan kes baharu Human Immunodefi ciency Virus (HIV) yang direkodkan pada 2022 
meningkat kepada 126 kes berbanding 99 kes pada tahun sebelumnya.

Kes baharu Acquired Immune Defi ciency Syndrome (AIDS) pada 2022 meningkat sebanyak 
7 kes kepada 25 kes daripada 18 kes pada 2021. Tiada kes yang direkodkan bagi 
kanak-kanak di bawah umur 13 tahun pada 2022. Bagi kanak-kanak berumur 13 hingga 
19 tahun, kanak-kanak lelaki mencatatkan bilangan kes lebih tinggi (21 kes) berbanding 
kanak-kanak perempuan (4 kes) pada 2022.

Bilangan kanak-kanak yang berdaftar di taska pada 2022 mencatatkan peningkatan 
56.1 peratus kepada 53,666 kanak-kanak berbanding 34,376 kanak-kanak pada 2021. 
Daripada jumlah tersebut, seramai 32,200 kanak-kanak di bawah umur 3 tahun dan 
21,466 kanak-kanak berumur 3 tahun.

Bilangan murid di sekolah kerajaan dan sekolah bantuan kerajaan pada 2022 
adalah 4,962.9 ribu, meningkat 0.6 peratus daripada 4,934.0 ribu pada 2021. 
Peningkatan ini sebahagian besarnya disebabkan oleh peningkatan 25.8 ribu 
murid (2.1%) peringkat menengah rendah berbanding tahun sebelumnya. Pada masa yang 
sama, enrolmen peringkat rendah meningkat 3.8 ribu kepada 2,770.0 ribu berbanding 
2,766.2 ribu pada 2021.

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1. INTRODUCTION

Children Statistics, Malaysia, 2023 presents selected statistics on population, health, 
education, child protection and children involved in crime. These statistics are among the 
indicators used in measuring the children’s quality of life and well-being in accordance with 
the concepts and guidelines recommended by the United Nations Children's Fund (UNICEF).

2. POPULATION

Based on the population estimates for 2023, the number of children under 18 years 
of age (under-18) is estimated at 9.13 million, covering 27.4 per cent of Malaysia's total 
population of 33.38 million. The number of boys and girls under-18 are 4.72 million and 
4.42 million respectively.

Meanwhile, the composition of children under 5 years of age (under-5) in 2023 is 2.35 million 
with 1.21 million boys and 1.14 million girls. This age group covers 25.7 per cent of the total 
number of children in Malaysia.

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W.P. Putrajaya recorded the highest percentage of children under-18 in 2023 which is 
41.1 per cent of the total population of W.P. Putrajaya, 0.12 million. This was followed by 
Kelantan (34.4%) and Terengganu (33.5%). Meanwhile, W.P. Kuala Lumpur recorded the 
lowest percentage of 22.6 per cent. 

However, Selangor recorded the highest number of children under-18 at 1.81 million followed 
by Johor (1.11 million) and Sabah (1.10 million).

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3. HEALTH

The malnutrition indicators reported in this publication are based on children under-5 who 
attended health facilities. At national level, children under-5 who are severely malnourished 
increased marginally to 0.3 per cent in 2022 as compared to 2021 (0.2%). Six states 
recorded percentage of children under-5 suff ering from severe malnutrition above the 
national level, namely Sarawak (0.9%), Perlis (0.9%), W.P. Labuan (0.8%), Pahang (0.6%), 
Negeri Sembilan (0.4%) and Sabah (0.4%). 

Children under-5 who are moderately malnourished in Malaysia increased by 
0.1 percentage points to 1.4 per cent in 2022 as compared to 2021 (1.3%). 
Eight states recorded lower percentage of children under-5 suff ering from moderate 
malnutrition compared to the national level, which are W.P. Putrajaya (0.3%), 
Selangor (0.4%), Johor (0.4%), Kedah (0.8%), W.P. Kuala Lumpur (0.9%), 
Terengganu (1.0%), Kelantan (1.1%) and Pulau Pinang (1.1%).

Sustainable Development Goals (SDG) are the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable 
Development agreed upon by the heads of countries and the international community on 
25th September 2015 at the United Nations General Assembly (UNGA). SDG with 
the theme Leaving No One Behind focuses on the development achievement 
of the 5 Focus Areas namely People, Planet, Prosperity, Peace and Partnership which 
consist of 17 Goals, 169 Targets and 248 Indicators.

There are 10 goals, 25 targets and 35 children-related indicators in SDGs.

Among the SDG indicators related to children is Goal 3 (Good health and wellbeing), 
Target 3.2 (By 2030, end preventable deaths of newborns and children under 5 years 
of age, with all countries aiming to reduce neonatal mortality to at least as low as 
12 per 1,000 live births and under-5 mortality to at least as low as 25 per 1,000 live births) 
and measured by Indicator 3.2.1: Under-5 mortality rate.

Malaysia has achieved the target for Indicator 3.2.1: Under-5 mortality rate since 
1984 (22.8). The mortality rate of children under-5 for 2022 remained unchanged  at 
8.6 per 1,000 live births in 2021 and 2022. The mortality rate for boys and girls in 
2022 also remained unchanged at the same fi gures from 2021 which are 9.4 and 
7.8 per 1,000 live births respectively.

i. 10 peratus kehilangan berat badan atau cachexia, dengan cirit-birit atau demam, 

atau kedua-duanya, sekejap atau berterusan, sekurang-kurangnya 1 bulan, tidak 

diketahui disebabkan oleh keadaan yang tidak berkaitan dengan jangkitan HIV; 

ii. Meningitis kriptokokal; 

iii. Tibi pulmonari atau extra pulmonari; 

iv. Kaposi sarcoma; 

v. Kerosakan neurologi yang mencukupi untuk mencegah aktiviti harian yang tidak 

diketahui punca dan tidak berkaitan dengan jangkitan HIV (misalnya, kemalangan 

trauma atau serebrovaskular); 

vi. Candidiasis esofagus (didiagnos secara mengejut berdasarkan kehadiran 

candidiasis oral yang disertai dengan disfagia); 

vii. Kejadian pneumonia yang berulang/ mengancam nyawa didiagnos secara klinikal, 

dengan atau tanpa pengesahan etiologi; dan 

viii. Kanser serviks invasif. 
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4. PENDIDIKAN 

4.1 Taska  

Merujuk kepada Seksyen 2 Akta Taman Asuhan Kanak-Kanak 1984 [Akta 308], bahawa 

“taman asuhan kanak-kanak” ertinya mana-mana premis yang empat orang atau lebih    

kanak-kanak di bawah umur empat tahun dan lebih daripada satu isi rumah diterima masuk 

untuk dijaga dengan upah. 

4.1.1 Pendaftaran yang diluluskan

kanak-kanak didaftarkan, Ketua Pengarah hendaklah mengeluarkan selepas suatu fi 

yang ditetapkan dibayar suatu perakuan pendaftaran dalam borang yang ditetapkan 

berkenaan mana-mana taman asuhan kanak-kanak itu, dan perakuan itu hendaklah 

menyatakan alamat taman asuhan kanak-kanak yang dimaksudkan dengan 

pendaftaran itu dan juga apa-apa syarat yang dikenakan di bawah peruntukan Akta 

ini. 

 

4.1.2 Pengecualian  

Merujuk kepada Seksyen 3(1)(d) Akta 308 bahawa, Akta ini tidak terpakai kepada 

mana-mana taman asuhan kanak-kanak atau rumah kanak-kanak yang ditubuhkan 

atau dikelolakan oleh Kerajaan Persekutuan atau Kerajaan Negeri. 

 

4.2 Sekolah 

Sekolah terbahagi kepada dua kategori iaitu sekolah rendah dan sekolah menengah yang 

meliputi sekolah kerajaan & bantuan kerajaan dan sekolah swasta. 

4.2.1 Sekolah kerajaan & bantuan kerajaan adalah di bawah seliaan Kementerian 

Pendidikan Malaysia merangkumi sekolah kebangsaan, sekolah jenis kebangsaan 

(Cina dan Tamil), sekolah agama bantuan kerajaan dan sekolah khas. 

4.2.2 Sekolah agensi kerajaan selain daripada seliaan Kementerian Pendidikan Malaysia 

merujuk kepada Maktab Rendah Sains MARA dan sekolah tentera. Selain itu, 

terdapat sekolah di bawah seliaan kerajaan negeri iaitu sekolah agama negeri dan 

sekolah agama rakyat. 

4.2.3 Sekolah khas merujuk kepada sekolah yang menyediakan pendidikan kepada kanak-

kanak kurang upaya yang tidak berupaya mengikuti sistem pendidikan sekolah biasa. 
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4.3 Pelajar 

Pelajar sekolah terbahagi kepada tiga peringkat iaitu prasekolah, rendah dan menengah 

rendah. 

Prasekolah : Bermula pada peringkat umur sekurang-kurangnya empat tahun.

5. PERLINDUNGAN KANAK-KANAK 

5.1 Bantuan kanak-kanak  

Membantu kanak-kanak miskin dan berkeperluan supaya dapat terus tinggal bersama 

keluarga mereka untuk menikmati kasih sayang, perhatian dan penjagaan sewajarnya: 

⚫ Keluarga yang sedang memberi jagaan kepada anak (kanak-kanak); 

⚫ Kanak-kanak berumur 18 tahun ke bawah; 

⚫ Kanak-kanak berumur persekolahan, perlu meneruskan persekolahan; 

⚫ Kanak-kanak yatim/ yatim piatu; dan 

⚫ Kanak-kanak yang mempunyai ibubapa/ penjaga yang tidak berkemampuan atau putus 

mata pencarian kerana uzur, cacat, berpenyakit atau tanggungan banduan atau pusat 

tahanan. 

 

5.2 Kanak-kanak yang memerlukan pemeliharaan dan perlindungan 

(Seksyen 17(1)(a)-(k), Akta Kanak-Kanak 2001) 

Seseorang kanak-kanak memerlukan pemeliharaan dan pelindungan jika: 

a) Kanak-kanak telah atau besar kemungkinan akan dicederakan dari segi fizikal/ emosi 

atau seks oleh ibu atau bapa atau penjaganya atau seseorang anggota keluarga luasnya; 

b) Kanak-kanak telah atau kemungkinan akan dicederakan dari segi fizikal/ emosi atau seks 

tetapi tidak dilindungi oleh ibu atau bapa atau penjaganya; 

c) Ibu/ bapa/ penjaga kanak-kanak tidak layak/ telah abai/ tidak upaya untuk menjalankan 

pengawasan dan pengawalan yang sepatutnya ke atas kanak-kanak dan kanak-kanak 

itu mula terlibat dalam pergaulan yang tidak sihat; 

d) Ibu/ bapa/ penjaga kanak-kanak telah abai/ berkeberatan untuk mengadakan 

pemeliharaan, makanan, pakaian dan tempat berteduh yang mencukupi untuk          

kanak-kanak itu; 
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e) Kanak-kanak itu: 

i. tidak mempunyai ibu atau bapa atau penjaga; atau  

ii. telah dibuang oleh ibu atau bapa atau penjaganya dan selepas siasatan yang 

munasabah ibu atau bapa atau penjaga tidak dapat ditemui dan tiada orang lain yang 

sesuai sanggup dan berupaya memelihara kanak-kanak itu. 

f) Kanak-kanak itu perlu diperiksa, disiasatd atau dirawat: 

i. bagi maksud memulihkan atau memelihara kesihatannya; dan 

ii. ibu atau bapa atau penjaganya abai atau enggan mendapatkan kanak-kanak itu 

diperiksa, disiasat atau dirawat sedemikian. 

g) Kanak-kanak berkelakuan yang/ mungkin memudaratkan dirinya atau mana-mana orang 

lain dan ibu atau bapa atau penjaganya tidak upaya/ berkeberatan mengambil langkah-

langkah memperbaiki keadaan atau gagal; 

h) Terdapat pertelingkahan antara kanak-kanak dengan ibu atau bapa atau penjaganya atau 

antara ibu dan bapa atau penjaga-penjaganya sehingga perhubungan kekeluargaan 

terganggu dan kanak-kanak mengalami kecederaan emosi; 

i) Kanak-kanak itu ialah seorang yang berkenaan dengannya mana-mana kesalahan yang 

dinyatakan dalam Jadual Pertama atau mana-mana kesalahan daripada jenis yang 

diperihalkan dalam seksyen 31, 32 dan 33 telah atau disyaki telah dilakukan dan ibu atau 

bapa atau penjaganya:

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1. CHILD 

Child is defined as a person under the age of 18 years as stipulated in the Children Act 2001. 

 

2. POPULATION 

2.1 Population data for the year 2021 and above is based on the mid-year current population 

estimates. 

2.2 All demographic indicators such as live birth, death and fertility rate in this publication are 

calculated based on the mid-year current population estimates.  

2.3 Current population estimates  

Based on population and Housing Census 2020 (Census 2020). It is generated using the 

cohort-components method. 

2.4 The preparation of current population estimates is using the cohort component method 

i.e. population is updated based on birth, death and migration incidents. 

2.5 The basic formula of cohort-component method is as follows: 

Pt = Pt-1 + Bt – Dt + Mt

Pt = population at time t;

3.11 Immunisation coverage 

3.11.1 The statistics are divided into two which are immunisation for infant and children 

aged one year old and less than two years old. Immunisation coverage for infants 

is Bacillus Calmette-Guerin (BCG), Diphtheria, Tetanus & Pertussis (DTP), 

Hepatitis B, Poliomyelitis (Polio) and HIB. While immunisation for children aged one 

year old and less than two years old is Mumps, Measles & Rubella (MMR). 

 

3.11.2 The calculation of coverage for some immunisation in this report uses two different 

denominators: 

i. Live birth obtained from Department of Statistics Malaysia (DOSM); or 

ii. Live births collected based on the National Tuberculosis Information System 

Manual (Edition 2004), TBIS.  

 

3.12 Definition of Human Immunodeficiency Virus (HIV) case 

3.12.1 In adults, adolescents or children aged ≥18 months, a reportable case of HIV 

infectionn must meet at least one of the following criteria: 

a. Laboratory criteria 

i. Detection of antibody to HIV virus 

ii. Reactive result on a screening test for HIV antibody followed by a positive 

result on a confirmatory test for HIV antibody 

iii. Detection of HIV virus (viral antigen) 

Positive result or report of detectable quantity on any of the following HIV virology 

(non-antibody) tests: 

i. HIV nucleic acid (DNA/ RNA) detection 

ii. Positive HIV p24 antigen test (including neutralization assay) 

iii. HIV isolation (thought culture) 

b. Clinical or other criteria (if the above laboratory criteria are not met) 

Condition that meet criteria included in the case definition for AIDS. 
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3.12.2 In a child aged <18 months, a reportable case of HIV infection must meet at least 

one of the following criteria: 

a. Laboratory criteria 

Positive result or report of detectable quantity on any of the following HIV virology 

(non-antibody) tests: 

i. HIV nucleic acid (DNA/ RNA) detection. 

ii. Positive HIV p24 antigen test (including neutralization assay), 

iii. HIV isolation (thought culture). 

iv. Confirmed by a second virologic test obtained from a separate determination 

taken more than six weeks after birth. 

 

3.13 Definition of Acquired Immune Deficiency Syndrome (AIDS) cases 

Clinical case definition 

For the purpose of epidemiological surveillance, an adult (>12 years of age) is considered 

to have AIDS if tested positive for HIV antibody and one or more of the following below is 

present: 

i. 10 per cent body weight loss or cachexia with diarrhoea or fever, or both, 

intermittent or constant, for at least 1 month, not known to be due to a condition 

unrelated to HIV infection; 

ii. Cryptococcal meningitis; 

iii. Pulmonary or extra-pulmonary tuberculosis; 

iv. Kaposi sarcoma; 

v. Neurological impairment that is sufficient to prevent independent daily activities not 

known to be due to a condition unrelated to HIV infection (for example, trauma or 

cerebrovascular accident); 

vi. Candidiasis of the oesophagus (which may presumptively be diagnosed based on 

the presence of oral candidiasis accompanied by dysphagia); 

vii. Clinically diagnosed life-threatening or recurrent episodes of pneumonia, with or 

without etiological confirmation; and 

viii. Invasive cervical cancer. 
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4. EDUCATION 

4.1 Child care centre  

Refers to Section 2 Child Care Centre Act 1984 [Act 308], that “child care centre” means any 

premises at which four or more children under the age of four years from more than one 

household are received to be looked after for reward. 

4.1.1 Certificate of registration  

Refers to section 11(1) Act 308 that, where any child care centre is registered, the 

Director General shall upon payment of a prescribed fee issue a certificate                           

of registration in the prescribed form in respect of such child care centre, and such 

certificate shall specify the address of the child care centre to which the registration 

relates and also any conditions imposed under the provisions of this Act. 

 

4.1.2 Exemptions  

Refers to Section 3(1)(d) Act 308 that, this Act shall not apply to any child care centre 

or any conditions imposed under the provisions of this Act. 

 

4.2 School  

School is divided into two categories, namely primary and secondary schools, which are 

covered by government & government-aided schools and private schools. 

4.2.1 Government & government-aided schools under the supervision of Ministry                    

of Education enclosed national schools, national-type schools (Chinese and Tamil), 

religious government-aided schools and special schools. 

4.2.2 Government schools’ agencies other than supervised by Ministry of Education are 

MARA Junior Science College and military school. There are also schools under the 

state government supervision, namely state religious schools and people religious 

schools. 

4.2.3 Special schools refer to schools that provide education for disabled children who are 

unable to attend the normal school system. 
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4.3 Student 

School students are divided into three levels, namely pre-school, primary and secondary. 

Pre-school : Normally starts at least at the age of four years old. 

Primary school : Normally start at least at the age of seven years with a period of six 

years to complete study at that level. 

Secondary school : Refers to students aged of 13-17 years and covered remove class, 

Form 1-5 and Special Class Learning Disabilities.

5. CHILD PROTECTION 

5.1 Financial assistance for children  

Assist poor and needy children in order to continue to live with their families to enjoy the love, 

attention and proper care: 

⚫ Families who are providing care to a child (children); 

⚫ Children below 18 years; 

⚫ Children of school going age need to continue schooling; 

⚫ Orphan children; and 

⚫ Children who have parents/ guardians who are incapable or have no means of livelihood 

because of sickness, disability, with illness or dependents of prisoner or detainee at 

institutions. 

 

5.2 Child in need of care and protection 

(Section 17(1)(a)-(k), Child Act 2001) 

A child needs care and protection if: 

a) The child has been or there is substantial risk that the child will be physically injured or 

emotionally injured or sexually abused by his parent or guardian or a member of his 

extended family; 

b) The child has been or there is substantial risk that the child will be physically injured or 

emotionally injured or sexually abused and his parent or guardian, knowing of such injury 

or abuse or risk, has not protected or is unlikely to protect the child from such injury or 

abuse; 

c) The parent or guardian of the child is unfit, or has neglected, or is unable, to exercise 

proper supervision and control over the child and the child is falling into bad association; 
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d) The parent or guardian of the child has neglected or is unwilling to provide for him 

adequate care, food, clothing and shelter; 

e) The child: 

i. has no parent or guardian; or 

ii. has been abandoned by his parent or guardian and after reasonable inquiries the 

parent or guardian cannot be found, and no other suitable person is willing and able 

to care for the child; 

f) The child needs to be examined, investigated or treated: 

i. for the purpose of restoring or preserving his health; and 

ii. his parent or guardian neglects or refuses to have him so examined, investigated or 

treated. 

g) The child behaves in a manner that is, or is likely to be, harmful to himself or to any other 

person and his parent or guardian is unable or unwilling to take necessary measures to 

remedy the situation or the remedial measures taken by the parent or guardian fail; 

h) There is such a conflict between the child and his parent or guardian, or between his 

parents or guardians, that family relationships are seriously disrupted, thereby causing 

him emotional injury; 

i) The child is a person in respect of whom any of the offences specified in the First Schedule 

or any offence of the nature described in sections 31, 32 and 33 has been or is suspected 

to have been committed and his parent or guardian: 

i. is the person who committed such offence or is suspected to have committed such 

offence; or 

ii. has not protected or is unlikely to protect him from such offence. 

j) The child is: 

i. a member of the same household as the child referred to in paragraph (i); or 

ii. a member of the same household as the person who has been convicted of the 

offence referred to in paragraph (i). 

and appears to be in danger of the commission upon or in respect of him of a similar 

offence and his parent or guardian: 

a.    is the person who committed or is suspected to have committed the offence; 

b.    is the person who is convicted of such offence; or 

c.   is unable or unwilling to protect him from such offence. 
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k) The child is allowed to be on any street, premises or place for the purposes of: 

i. begging or receiving alms, whether or not there is any pretence of singing, playing, 

performing or offering anything for sale; or 

ii. carrying out illegal hawking, illegal lotteries, gambling or other illegal activities 

detrimental to the health and welfare of the child. 

 

5.3 Child in need of protection and rehabilitation 

(Section 38(a)-(c), Child Act 2001) 

A child needs care and protection if: 

a) The child is being induced to perform any sexual act, or is in any physical or social 

environment which may lead to the performance of such act; 

b) The child who lives in or frequents any brothel or place of assignation; or 

c) The child who is habitually in the company or under the control of brothel-keepers or 

procurers or persons employed or directly interested in the business carried on in brothels 

or in connection with prostitution. 

 

5.4 Beyond parental control children  

a) The parent or legal guardian of the child, can make written application to the Court for 

Children by stating application to recover behavior that is often done by an uncontrollable 

child. Behavior that may lead to the danger of crime or lead to moral hazard. Based on the 

letter the court will ordered Social Welfare Officer/ Probation Officer to investigate the 

actual situation by providing a Probation Report. The court will set a date for a meeting 

with the presence of the applicant, his uncontrolled and Probation Officer. Court to decide 

whether: 

b) Order the child placed under Supervision Probation Officer within a certain period. One to 

three years. Can also impose conditions on Probation Hostels not more than a year. After 

staying at the hostel children will be monitored for the remaining term Supervision Order 

available. If the child is still repeating the negative behavior, can be sent to Sekolah Tunas 

Bakti. 

c) Sending a child to Sekolah Tunas Bakti for 3 years. After being discharged from institutions 

back into the bosom of the family, children are supervised by Probation Officer for one 

year. Can be returned to the institution if the violation of prescribed conditions. 
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6.  CHILDREN INVOLVED IN CRIME 

6.1 The statistics displayed are obtained from the Royal Malaysian Police which cover physical 

abuse and sexual offenses against children as well as sexual crimes involving victims aged 

18 and below and statistics of children falling from buildings. 

 

6.2 In addition, statistics of children involved in crimes recorded by the Department of Social 

Welfare are also displayed. 

 

6.3 Children involved in crime  

They are offenders of the law below 18 years old who were caught, convicted and placed in 

corrective institutions, including those placed under parental custody. 

 

7.  ROUNDING OF ESTIMATES 

The sum of each category may not always equal to the totals shown in related tables because 

of independent rounding to one decimal place. However, the differences are not obvious.
